	2021 HEAD CHEER
COACH GUIDELINES


Please read these guidelines carefully and acknowledge your understanding and agreement.

As a Head Cheer Coach for Panther Junior Football, I understand the following:

The goal of the Panther Junior Cheer program is to develop and promote responsibility, hard work, sportsmanship, teamwork, and fellowship within a safe environment. The individual growth of our community’s children is enhanced through the spirit of competition, discipline, and fair play. 

The foundation of the Panthers program is SAFETY.  The exercises, drills, and team rules are in place to help cheerleaders prepare physically and mentally for cheerleading.  It is our hope that during the season, the children will develop new skills and become more confident. 

These goals will be accomplished by providing a structured program designed to educate both participants and parents in the sports of football and cheerleading.  Panther Junior Cheer is committed to providing a program that maintains the highest standards to ensure a fun experience for everyone involved 

CHEER HEAD COACH ROLE 

The cheer head coach oversees practices, games, and competitions, and is responsible for the children’s overall safety.  Practices will run three days per week from typically the last week of July, until school starts.  Thereafter, practices run two or three days per week, depending on children's age. 

Each cheer squad is assigned to a football team.  Your squad will cheer for your football team’s games, both home and away.  Football games are played each weekend on Saturday's and Sunday’s with some make up games occurring during the week as needed. 

You are the point of contact for sharing information, and fielding questions or concerns raised by parents or cheerleaders, parents and spectators. 

You may recruit assistant coaches to help you with these responsibilities.  Panther Cheer Committee will need to interview and approve any assistant coaches that you choose.  Junior coaches are chosen by the Cheer Committee and will assist in helping create competition routines, as well as help cheerleaders develop tumbling skills.  Junior coaches, as available, will be assigned to squads based on age and experience. 

As an adult head coach, I agree to: 

1. Remember that Panther Junior Cheer is for the children and not the adults, and that coaching is a privilege.  Do my best to help participants develop an appreciation for the sport in an enjoyable environment.

2. Abide by the rules set forth in the Parent’s Code of Ethics and Zero Tolerance Policy and the BGYFL Cheer Code of Conduct. 

3. Submit to a background check every 3 years, or as requested. 

4. Attend the BGYFL/DGP coaches cheer clinic (date TBD). 

5. Complete a required safety certification and provide documentation of such by August 1st. 

6. Attend coach’s clinics throughout 2020 season as per requested by DGP. 

7. Be in attendance and on-time for practices, meetings, and games throughout the season. 

8. Conduct practices and games in a safe and healthy environment for all participants. 

9. Use positive encouragement to increase confidence and build self-esteem in the cheerleaders.  Emphasize improvement - NOT JUST WINNING! 

10. Be a good role model by promoting good sportsmanship and treating all individuals with respect. 

11. Treat each child as an individual, and as such, respect they will progress at their own pace. 

12. Encourage all cheerleaders to maintain high academic standards. 

13. Assist at walk-in registrations. 

14. Assist at cheer uniform fittings and at uniform distributions.   

15. Assist Panther Board members with field duty as assigned (typically four to six games per season).

16. Support and help promote Panther fundraising activities or other events (4th of July parade, Kickoff party). 

17. Follow all rules and guidelines as outlined by BGYFL and Panther Junior Cheer. 

18. Support BGYFL, the Panther board, and the Cheer Coach Committee in their actives by respecting and honoring their decisions. 

19. Attend monthly Panther Board meetings and any special Membership meetings, especially during the season.  When I am unable to attend, I will recruit an assistant coach or team parent to attend the meetings and report back on actions that affect the team.  New Cheer board members will be needed in the upcoming seasons.
20. Ensure that should additional funds be requested from parents for the purpose of bows, indoor space (older squads), etc, or competitions outside the two provided by Panthers, they should abide by the following criteria:

· For 1st-4th Grade sqauds, should not exceed $50/cheerleader

· For 5th-8th Grade squads, should not exceed $65/cheerleader

Requests for a higher limit will need to be communicated to the board for approval, then submitted to the parents of the squad.
